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MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

GENERAL REVIEW
I n the fiscal year ended March 31, 2001, the Japanese

economy showed some signs of moving toward a self-
sustained recovery against a backdrop of renewed private-sector
demand, notably from capital investment. However, con-
sumer spending remained sluggish as improvements in the
environment for employment and income proved slower to
materialize. In addition, exports declined from the negative
effects of a slowdown in the U.S. economy in the second half
of the fiscal year under review. On the whole, the economy
appeared to go through an adjustment phase in preparation
for future activity.

In the insurance industry, non-life insurers moved to con-
solidate their operations as a way of boosting profitability and
competitiveness in the more intensely competitive environ-
ment created by deregulation. At the same time, we saw an
acceleration of tie-ups and operational mergers between
non-life and life insurance companies, as industry participants
worked to create a new business model focused on providing
total insurance products and services that transcend the busi-

ness categories of non-life and life insurance.

BUSINESS PERFORMANCE
mid these conditions, led by efforts in its Fiscal 2001
Management Plan, Nichido Fire and Marine worked ag-
gressively in its businesses to respond swiftly to a dramatically
changing operating environment.

Major initiatives in the term under review were as follows:
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First and foremost, in a move that we believe will lead to
increased growth and earnings in both our non-life and life
insurance businesses, we have agreed to form Millea Insur-
ance Group with Asahi Mutual Life Insurance Co. (“Asahi
Life”), The Kyoei Mutual Fire & Marine Insurance Co.
(“Kyoei Fire”), and The Tokio Marine and Fire Insurance
Co., Ltd. (“Tokio Marine”) and to pursue the integration of
non-life and life insurance businesses under a holding com-
pany structure. In April 2002, the management of Nichido
Fire and Marine and Tokio Marine will together establish a
holding company under which the management of the two
companies will be integrated. Asahi Life and Kyoei Fire are
aiming to join the holding company structure as soon as pos-
sible, with a final goal of 2004.

In products and services, we worked to develop and market
new products that respond more closely to customer needs,
guided by the concept “customer friendly insurance for acci-
dents.” One example is our new automobile insurance Shimpai
Gomuyo, which provides policy holders with a more complete
scope of indemnity and the highest level of customer service in
the industry. Another is Yume Smile, a new savings-type
personal accident insurance solely for women. In addition, we
worked to provide new services that create added convenience
for our customers, including a tax and legal consulting service
that our customers can use over the Internet and a care man-
agement service (related to public nursing insurance) provided
through a tie-up with nursing service providers.

In our marketing system, we continued to make progress
consolidating and closing marketing bases to create larger,
more efficient outlets, which we believe will contribute to in-
creased profitability. At the same time, we worked to raise
management efficiency and bolster the management structure
to respond better to emerging conditions. Examples of our
efforts included the launch of overseas travel accident insur-
ance for which customers can make contracts over the
Internet with help from agencies, and the installation of spe-
cialty booths at our call centers in preparation for the opening
of insurance sales by banks in April 2001.

In damage claim investigation, the Company worked to re-
alize faster, more efficient investigation activities and height-
ened customer service with the start of a new automobile
damage-claim investigation system in July 2000. The new sys-
tem integrates claims handling from the time of the accident
until its resolution and provides customers with accident in-
formation in a timely manner.

With deregulation forcing rapid change in the operating en-
vironment, non-life insurers need to establish a system for accu-

rately grasping and managing increasingly diverse risks and to



achieve operations that are both sound and appropriate based
on the principle of individual responsibility. To respond to this
need, Nichido Fire and Marine established a risk management
committee in August 2000. The new committee is working to
perfect the Company’s risk management capabilities while
strengthening efforts to conform to legal and other restrictions
and to promote compliance.

The results of these initiatives and our business activities in
the fiscal year under review were as follows:

Underwriting income totaled ¥537.4 billion (US$4,337.5
million), investment income was ¥35.8 billion (US$288.5
million) and other ordinary income amounted to ¥1.7 billion
(US$13.7 million). As such, ordinary income for the fiscal
year in review declined ¥11.7 billion to ¥574.9 billion
(US$4,639.8 million).

Underwriting expenses totaled ¥457.8 billion (US$3,695.2
million), and investment expenses were ¥21.1 billion
(US$170.0 million). Operating, general and administrative
expenses were ¥77.4 billion (US$624.4 million), and other
ordinary expenses came to ¥2.7 billion (US$21.5 million). As
a result, ordinary expenses were down ¥6.7 billion from the
previous fiscal year to ¥558.9 billion (US$4,511.3 million).

Ordinary profit declined ¥5.0 billion to ¥15.9 billion
(US$128.5 million). After adjustments for extraordinary loss
and income taxes, net income rose ¥0.6 billion to ¥10.2
billion (US$82.7 million).

Net premiums written fell 1.6% to ¥376.7 billion (US$3,040.6
million). Net claims paid totaled ¥208.4 billion (US$1,681.8
million), and the overall loss ratio climbed 0.4 percentage
point to 59.5%. Sales and general administrative expenses in
our non-life insurance business totaled ¥71.2
billion (US$574.3 million), and the expense ratio edged down
1.1 percentage points to 37.6%.

After adjustments for investment income on deposit premi-
ums, reversal of outstanding claims, reversal of underwriting
reserves and other factors, underwriting profit rose ¥0.5
billion to ¥4.2 billion (US$33.9 million).

As of March 31, 2001, total assets were ¥2,097.6 billion
(US$16,929.6 million), which represents an increase of ¥315.3
billion from the same time a year earlier. This increase reflects
the adoption of new accounting standards for financial prod-
ucts (mark-to-market accounting) for the fiscal year under re-
view. Investment assets were ¥1,990.2 billion (US$16,062.7

million), which represents an increase of ¥427.8 million.

In asset management, the Company worked to strengthen
risk management while diversifying asset management meth-
ods and increasing the efficiency and effectiveness of these
methods. However, interest rates in Japan remained at low
levels and income from interest and dividends declined ¥6.8
billion to ¥31.2 billion (US$251.6 million).

mid continued lackluster consumer spending and con-

cerns over possible negative effects from weakening in
capital investment and a slowdown in the U.S. economy, we
expect the Japanese economy to remain in a severe adjustment
phase in the current fiscal year.

The non-life insurance industry will see further progress in
deregulation in the current fiscal year: in April, deregulation
of agency commissions went into effect, and operations of in-
surance sales by banks were begun; in July, restrictions were
lifted on entry into “third sector” business areas for non-life
insurers.

Under these conditions, Nichido Fire and Marine plans to
focus on its strengths in the retail insurance sector. The Com-
pany will work to develop new products that better meet the
needs of its customers and expand and strengthen the services
it provides. We will also strive to raise profitability by moving
ahead with reforms to our business processes and strengthen-
ing asset management. At the same time, Nichido Fire and
Marine will be aggressively developing businesses that take
advantage of the strengths of its new insurance group, which
includes developing new products and services that transcend
the traditional boundaries between non-life and life insur-
ance. Furthermore we will be steadily laying the groundwork
for establishing the joint holding company with Tokio Marine
next April.

We plan to convene a special shareholders meeting to confer
with shareholders over the holding company’s establishment.

Employees and management at Nichido Fire and Marine
are committed to making every effort to contribute to corpo-
rate development in the current fiscal year. We ask for the
continued support and guidance of our shareholders as we

undertake these tasks.

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NOTES TO CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The Nichido Fire and Marine Insurance Co., Ltd.
Years ended March 31, 2001 and 2000

1. Significant Accounting Policies

(1) Basis of Presenting Financial Statements

The accompanying consolidated financial statements of The
Nichido Fire and Marine Insurance Company, Limited (the “Com-
pany”) have been prepared in accordance with the provisions of
the Accounting Standards for Non-life Insurance Companies
based on the Insurance Business Law of Japan.

These statements have been translated from the financial state-
ments that are prepared for Japanese domestic purposes in accor-
dance with the provision of the Securities and Exchange Law of
Japan and filed with the Financial Services Agency and stock ex-
changes in Japan.

In preparing the accompanying consolidated financial statements
for inclusion in the Company’s annual report, certain categories pre-
sented in the original financial statements have been reclassified
and summarized for the convenience of readers outside Japan.

Amounts of less than ¥1 million and US$1,000 have been elimi-
nated. As a result, totals in Japanese yen and U.S. dollars shown
herein do not necessarily agree with the sum of individual amounts.

(2) U.S. Dollar Translation

The Company maintains its accounting records in Japanese yen. All
dollar amounts in this report (including pages other than the Financial
Section) represent the arithmetical result of translating Japanese yen
to U.S. dollars on the basis of ¥123.9=US$1.00, the approximate
prevailing rate as of March 31, 2001. The inclusion of such U.S. dollar
amounts is solely for the convenience of the reader and is not intended
to imply that Japanese yen amounts have been or could be converted,
realized or settled in U.S. dollars at that or at any other rate.

(3) Scope of Consolidation

(a) Consolidated Subsidiaries: 2

Company names: The Nichido Life Insurance Co., Ltd.

Nichido Investment (Luxembourg) S.A.

(b) Non-Consolidated Subsidiaries: 10

Principal companies: European Nichido Insurance Company Limited
Nichido Kogyo Co., Ltd.

Nichido Kasai System Development Co., Ltd.

Total assets, ordinary income, net income and retained earnings
from the 10 non-consolidated subsidiaries have no material effect
on the financial position of the Nichido Fire and Marine Group or
its consolidated results.

(4) Equity Method

The 10 non-consolidated subsidiaries and 4 affiliates exert imma-
terial impact on consolidated net income and consolidated re-
tained earnings. Accordingly, results from these companies are not
accounted for under the equity method.

(5) Fiscal Year for Consolidated Subsidiaries

Consolidated subsidiary Nichido Investment (Luxembourg) S.A.’s
fiscal calendar ends on December 31. As the difference between
closing dates does not exceed three months, consolidated finan-
cial statements include results for Nichido Investment (Luxem-
bourg) S.A. as of December 31. Adjustments are made for major
transactions undertaken between December 31 and March 31.

(6) Methods for Valuing Securities

Securities held by the company are valued according to the follow-
ing methods:

(a) In other securities, quoted securities are stated at market value
at the fiscal year-end. Unrealized gains are included in sharehold-
ers’ equity, net of income taxes, and disposal price is computed
using the moving-average method.

(b) In other securities, unquoted securities are accounted for on a cost
basis using the moving-average method or the amortized-cost method.
(c) Securities managed as trust assets and included in money
trusts that are independently managed primarily for securities in-
vestment are accounted for using the market-price method.

(7) Valuation of Derivatives
Derivative transactions are accounted for using the market-price method.

(8) Depreciation and Amortization

(a) Depreciation of Property and Equipment

Depreciation of property and equipment held by the company and its
consolidated life insurance subsidiary is computed using the declining-
balance method. Buildings, excluding building fixtures, acquired after
April 1, 1998, are depreciated on the straight-line method.

(b) Amortization of Software

The development cost of computer software for internal use re-
corded by the company and its consolidated life insurance subsid-
iary are amortized on the straight-line basis over its estimated
useful life of 5 years.

(9) Significant Reserve Accounting Policies

(a) Reserve for Bad Debts

Reserve for bad debts at the company and its consolidated life insur-
ance subsidiary is calculated as follows based on internal auditing
standards for assets and standards for amortizing reserves:

For debt when the debtor has legally and formally failed, includ-
ing entities that are insolvent in receivership or, subject to special
liquidation proceedings that have been prohibited from making
clearinghouse transactions, and for debt from debtors that have
failed in substance, the reserve amount is calculated as the princi-
pal balance less the amounts collectible from foreclosing collat-
eral and from the loan’s third-party guarantors.

For debt from debtors with a high likelihood of failure, the re-
serve amount is calculated according to the same method, also
taking into account repayment potential.

For other kinds of debt, the reserve amount is calculated using
historical credit loss ratios and other factors.

For all debt, the reserve amount is calculated in accordance
with internal asset assessment standards conducted by the appro-
priate section and reviewed by an independent assessor.

(b) Reserve for Retirement Benefits

The company states the reserve for retirement benefits at the
amount estimated to provide for severance benefit liabilities and
pension funds at the balance sheet date. Actuarial differences are
incurred as expenses disposed of using the straight-line method
over a certain number of years (10 years) within the average re-
maining work period of employees.

(c) Reserve for Bonuses

The company and its consolidated life insurance subsidiary provide
for the reserve for bonuses based on the estimated bonus payment.
(d) Reserve for Price Fluctuation

The company and its consolidated life insurance subsidiary ac-
count for the reserve for price fluctuation according to Article 115
of the Insurance Business Law. This reserve provides for losses
from stock-price and other price fluctuations.

(10) Assets and Liabilities Denominated in Foreign Currency
Assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currency are trans-
lated into Japanese yen at exchange rates in effect at the balance
sheet date, with foreign exchange translation differences recog-
nized as gains and losses. Assets and liabilities of overseas subsid-
iary are translated into Japanese yen at spot exchange rates at the
balance sheet date of the subsidiary. Income and expense items of
overseas subsidiary are translated into Japanese yen at average ex-
change rates prevailing during the term. Gains and losses resulting
from foreign exchange translations are recognized as foreign cur-
rency translation adjustments in shareholders’ equity and minority
interests.

(11) Consumption Tax

Consumption taxes are accounted for by the net-of-tax method at the
company and its consolidated life insurance subsidiary. Expenses
including loss adjustment expenses and operating, general and ad-
ministrative expenses are accounted for by the gross-of-tax method.
Non-deductible consumption tax on assets is accounted for in other
assets and is depreciated on a straight-line basis over five years.
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(12) Finance Leases

Excluding finance leases where ownership of leased property trans-
fers to the lessee, the company and its consolidated life insurance
subsidiary account for finance lease transactions according to ac-
counting rules applicable to operating lease transactions in Japan.

(13) Deferred Assets According to Insurance Business Law Article 113
Amortization of deferred assets according to Article 113 of the
Insurance Business Law is carried out according to the regulations
and the internal provisions of the Company’s consolidated life in-
surance subsidiary.

(14) Significant Accounting Policies for Overseas Consolidated
Subsidiary

Accounting standards for overseas consolidated subsidiary conform to
the standards used in the country in which the subsidiary resides.

(15) Assets and Liabilities of Consolidated Subsidiaries
Assets and liabilities of consolidated subsidiaries are computed
using the all-fair-market value method.

(16) Consolidated Adjustment Account
There is no consolidated adjustment account.

(17) Appropriation of Retained Earnings

Appropriation of retained earnings is presented on the consoli-
dated appropriations of retained earnings statement as decided by
the Company during the consolidated fiscal year.

(18) Scope of Consolidated Statements of Cash Flows

Cash (cash and cash equivalents) on the consolidated statements of
cash flows includes cash on hand, demand deposits and short-term
investments, such as time deposits where the time between purchase
and maturity, or the time until repayment, is less than three months.

(19) Change in Presentation of Financial Statements

(a) Consolidated Balance Sheets

Beginning in the fiscal year under review, the following revisions
have been made to the presentation of the consolidated balance
sheets in line with revisions to the Implementation Regulations of
the Insurance Business Law.

1. Bonds and notes and convertible bonds are now shown after
underwriting reserves.

2. Reserve for retirement allowances is shown as reserve for re-
tirement benefits from the fiscal year under review.

3. Unrealized gains on securities available for sale shows unreal-
ized gains, net of income taxes, on securities, cash on hand and in
banks and monetary receivables bought.

(b) Consolidated Income Statements

Beginning in the fiscal year under review, the following revisions
have been made to the presentation of the consolidated income
statements in line with revisions to the Implementation Regula-
tions of the Insurance Business Law.

1. Other investment income and other investment expenses, in-
come and expenses from monetary trusts are now shown in gain on
investment in monetary trust and loss on investment in monetary
trust.

2. Unrealized gains or losses on derivative transactions that are
not applicable to hedge accounting are shown as expenses for fi-
nancial derivatives.

(c) Consolidated Statements of Cash Flows

Beginning in the fiscal year under review, revisions have been made
to the presentation of the consolidated statements of cash flows in
line with revisions to the Implementation Regulations of the Insur-
ance Business Law. As a result, the subtotal (I + Il -i) was added as
the sum of net cash provided by operating activities (I) and the sub-
total in cash flows from investing activities (Il -i).
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(20) Additional Information
(a) Effective April 1, 2000, the Company and its consolidated sub-
sidiaries adopted the new Japanese accounting standard for retire-
ment benefits (Opinion Concerning the Establishment of
Accounting Standard for Retirement Benefits, Business Account-
ing Deliberation Council, June 16, 1998). The effect of this
change was immaterial. Reserve for retirement allowances is now
shown in reserve for retirement benefits.
(b) Effective April 1, 2000, the Company and its consolidated subsid-
iaries adopted the new Japanese accounting standard for financial
instruments (Opinion Concerning the Establishment of Accounting
Standard for Financial Instruments, Business Accounting Delibera-
tion Council, January 22, 1999), and changed its valuation methods
for securities and derivative transactions. Compared with previous ac-
counting methods, the effect of this change was to increase ordinary
income and income before income taxes each by ¥6,704 million.
(c) Effective April 1, 2000, the Company and its consolidated subsid-
iaries adopted the revised accounting standard for foreign currency
translation (Opinion Concerning the Establishment of Accounting
Standard for Foreign Currency Translation, Business Accounting De-
liberation Council, October 22, 1999). Compared with previous ac-
counting methods, the effect of this change was to decrease ordinary
income and income before income taxes each by ¥18 million.
Formerly shown in the assets section, foreign currency transla-
tion adjustments are now included in the shareholders’ equity and
minority interest section in accordance with the new standard.

2. Consolidated Balance Sheets

(1) Accumulated depreciation of fixed assets totaled ¥48,860 mil-
lion (US$394.4 million), and advanced depreciation was ¥9,418
million (US$76.0 million).

(2) Stock of non-consolidated subsidiaries and affiliates is as follows:
Securities: ¥2,880 million (US$23.2 million)

(3) (a) Loans to borrowers under bankruptcy proceedings totaled
¥7,772 million (US$62.7 million), and past-due loans totaled
¥6,334 million (US$51.1 million). Loans to borrowers under bank-
ruptcy proceedings include loans in which borrowers have provided
no payment of principal or interest for a substantial period and there
are no prospects for recovery or repayment of principal or interest.
Accordingly, no interest has been accrued (excluding loans written
off, referred to here as nonaccrual loans). This category of nonaccrual
loans is defined in the Implementation Ordinances for the Corpora-
tion Tax Law (Government Ordinance No. 97, 1965), items i through
v in Article 96, Section 1, Part 3, and in Part 4 of the same Article.

Past-due loans include nonaccrual loans other than loans to bor-
rowers under bankruptcy proceedings and loans where interest
payments have been rescheduled to assist the borrowers in a man-
agement restructuring.

(b) Loans past due three months or more totaled ¥484 million
(US$3.9 million).

Past-due loans for three months or more include loans in which
principal or interest has been in arrears for three months or more
from the contracted payment date. These loans do not include
loans to borrowers under bankruptcy proceedings or past-due
loans (except for restructured loans).

(c) Restructured loans totaled ¥1,856 million (US$15.0 million).

With restructured loans, the borrower has obtained terms and con-
ditions more favorable than the original loan agreement, including
reduction or elimination of interest rates, rescheduled interest and
principal payments, or cancellation of debt. Loans are placed in this
category as a way of supporting management restructuring of the bor-
rower. They exclude loans to borrowers under bankruptcy proceed-
ings, past-due loans and past-due loans for three months or more.



(d) Loans to borrowers under bankruptcy proceedings, past-due
loans, past-due loans for three months or more and restructured
loans totaled ¥16,448 million (US$132.8 million).

(4) Assets pledged as collateral include ¥1,290 million (US$10.4
million) in securities. Collateralized debt included loans of ¥268
million (US$2.2 million).

(5) Securities include ¥34,796 million (US$280.8 million) in
debt from consumption loan contracts.

(6) Other assets include ¥961 million (US$7.8 million) in de-
ferred assets under Article 113 of the Insurance Business Law.
